As a part of our account-
ability program, the national
preachers who receive assis-
tance through Gospelink are
asked to complete a ministry re-
port each quarter. These reports
are then distributed to their spe-
cific sponsors.

In these reports the
preachers share about their fami-
lies. They also report about the
new areas which they evangel-
ized, the new churches which
they started, and those who
made professions of faith during
their ministry efforts.

After the final report was
processed last quarter, it re-
vealed that 62,344 people had
accepted Christ as their Savior
through the ministries of the Gos-
pelink preachers. Of course, we
have no way of determining the
sincerity of these decisions. But,
if they were indeed true, then
during the past ninety days, one
soul came to Christ every two

minutes. That is exciting!

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sons, but consider just two.

First, this represents the ministry
efforts of over 1,100 national
preachers. That's a host of
preachers!

Second, these preachers
are spending a great deal of time
and energy evangelizing new
areas. Last quarter, these na-
tional preachers presented the
Gospel in 3,779 new areas.

Consider the outreach ef-
forts of one preacher, Pastor Mu-
sonda Geoffrey. He recently
wrote...

“In the last quarter, | went
to the Kankutu area to open a
new church. Kankutu is 39 kilo-
meters (about 26 miles) from my
home in the Eastern direction. |
provided food and other things to
use at the crusade. | used my
bicycle to carry the supplies. |
went there with a pastor friend,
who also used his bicycle. We
also went with a group of sing-
ers. The journey started at 12:00
hours and we arrived at 19:09
hours because the road was not
good. The people welcomed us.
The village headman, Mr.
Chibende, was very happy to see
us and he showed us a house
where we could sleep because
there was no house at the site
where we were to plant the
church. After supper, we went to
sleep.

The following day, we pre-
pared the program and started
with songs and devotions. We
later divided into three groups
and went into the surrounding

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villages to preach the Word of
God. My group went to villages
around the Fitonge River. We
preached in four villages and ten
people received Jesus Christ as
their personal Savior. We also
invited people to come and hear
the Word of God at the site
where the church was to be
started.

In the afternoon, many
people came to the place to hear
the Word of God. | preached the
opening message entitled, ‘The
Second Death’. The following
day, my friend preached a mes-
sage entitled, ‘Believe in the Lord
Jesus Christ and Be Saved’. The
final message was entitled, ‘He
Gave Himself For Our Sin’.
There were 107 people who
learned of the importance of the
Son of God and eternal life.”

Pastor Musonda did not
mention how many people came
to salvation, but we do know that
many people had the opportunity

Why Gospelink helps national
preachers...

National preachers have many
advantages in taking the gospel
to their own people. Every na-
tional preacher sponsored
through Gospelink has already
been trained, has helped to es-
tablish at least one church, and is
actively involved in evangelism,
discipleship, and church planting.
Their morals, work ethic, spiritual
reputation, and physical needs
have all been verified. With
monthly prayer and financial sup-
port, they will be able to increase
their outreach and accelerate
their church planting efforts.

How Gospelink helps national
preachers...

Gospelink seeks to secure five
sponsorships for each national
preacher: three Ministry Sponsor-
ships ($35 per month each), one
Outreach Sponsorship ($25 per
month), and one Training Spon-
sorship ($15 per month).

The Ministry Sponsorship funds
are used to help the preacher
with the basic needs of his family,
such as, food, clothing, shelter,
medicine, and his children’s edu-
cation. The Outreach Sponsor-
ship funds are used to assist the
preacher in evangelism and in
providing outreach materials,
such as, Bibles and tracts. The
Training Sponsorship funds are
used to help cover the costs of
national and regional training op-
portunities and to provide study
materials and curriculum. Please
look over the profiles of the
preachers (located on pages 6
and 7) and pray about your in-
volvement.

comes by hearing God’s Word!
The outreach conducted by
the national preachers is not al-
ways within walking distance or a
bicycle ride away. Often, it re-
quires a great deal of time and
effort to accomplish evangelism.
Consider what Congolese Pastor
Ngoy Kiluba recently wrote...
“Journeys in our continent
of Africa are often of high risk.
We need you to continue to pray
for us. | traveled along the road
from Lubumbashi to Manono
(about 400 miles). | left Lubum-
bashi at 17:30 hours and arrived
at Lwambo around 21:30 hours.
After leaving Lwambo, we trav-
elled 365 kilometers to Mitwaba.
The road was completely de-
stroyed by rains and had not
been repaired. All the vehicles
drive at 10 km/hr. (about 7 miles
per hour). We did walk quite a
distance on foot, pursued by flies
during the day and mosquitoes at
night. During my conversations
with the other passengers, fifteen
received the Lord Jesus Christ.
Coming to Tambo, many
people felt sick. There were nei-
ther medicines or medical assis-
tance. We were obliged to look
for bush roots for the cure. We
finally reached Manono, tired and
exhausted.
After three days rest, | took
my bicycle toward Kahongo Vil-
lage, which is 75 kilometers
(about 50 miles) from Manono.
There we organized our evangel-
ism campaign for three days.

One on one, all across the globe,
national preachers are sharing
the Good News of salvation
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The work was so big and
painful because it was during the
rainy season. People were all
the time farming and did not re-
turn home until the evening. We
worked from 15:00 hours to
19:00 hours. Sometimes we
preached around the fire to avoid
the mosquitoes. After three
weeks, we won 57 souls to Christ
and we planted a new church.”

Imagine traveling 400 miles
by bus to do evangelism, while
much of the way you were mov-
ing at only 7 miles per hour or,
even worse, you were walking.
Imagine the flies pestering you
by day and the mosquitoes pes-
tering you by night. Imagine get-
ting sick on your journey, with no
medicine and no medical facility
available. Imagine after that diffi-
cult journey having to ride your
bicycle another 50 miles. Imag-
ine staying in that remote village
for three weeks sharing the Gos-
pel. Yet, 57 people came to
Christ and a new church was
planted! That's 57 precious
souls who will spend all of eter-
nity with Christ!

Convicted? | certainly am.
Pastor Kiluba is an example of
dedication! It makes my at-
tempts at evangelism seem ab-
solutely feeble. Would | go
through such difficulty to advance
the Gospel and to plant a new
church? And if | did, would |
spend my time complaining
about the difficulties of the jour-
ney or stay focused on the eter-
nal objective?
